¢) Negative questtons

We use negative questlons espec1ally
to show surptise:
Didn’t you hear the bell? I rang it four times.

in exclamations(!): ‘ -
Doesn’t that dress look nice! (= that dress'looks nice)

 when we expect the listener to agree with us:
‘Haven t we met somewhere before?" “Yes, I think we have

Notlce the meanmg of yes and no in answers to negatlve questlons

" Note the word order in negative questlons with Why
— Why didn’t you lock the door? (not why you didn’t lock’)
